>aS^DoDit the "language of  >aS^DoD" was said to be offensive; it is therefore supposed Hellenic: but it was the <arabi^ phoneme-shift of "s^" to "s" (as, "s^ibbolet" to "sibbolet", S^PT.YM 12:6) that was deemed offensive -- so the >aS^DoDit is likely to have been <arabi^
S`DaD & S`aDiD were two prime <arabi^ mythic characters (putting in an appearance in, e.g., the 1001 Nights)


according to Stephanos of Buzantion, a god worshipped at Gaza was named MARNa; this is likewise supposed to be Hellenic: but, again, it would more likely be dialectal <arabi^
MARwaN (whence the name of the MARoNite Church) is a common <arabi^ name
